Statement of Purpose

It is the goal of the staff at Kingsford-Smith to create a positive school climate that values respect, responsibility, cooperation and safety for both the students and the school.

The atmosphere at Sir Charles Kingsford Smith is intended to ensure the freedom from harm, which includes freedom from discrimination in public or service, based on the prohibited grounds as set out in the BC Human Rights Code (race, colour, ancestry, place of origin, religion, marital status, family status, physical or mental disability, sex or sexual orientation).

There will be a response to behaviours that interfere with the learning or teaching of others, or creates unsafe conditions, taking into considerations the age, maturity, or developmental level of the student(s).

Consequences

Consequence for behaviour that is not consistent with our Code of Conduct are consistent, fair, proactive, and restorative.

The factors taken into consideration when deciding consequences for unacceptable behaviour(s) are:

1.  The severity of the incident

2.  The frequency of the misconduct

3.  The age, special needs (if any) and maturity of the student

Consequences for not taking care of yourself, taking care of others, and taking care of this place are as follows:

Step 1

School staff will assist student(s) in understanding the problem.

Step 2

Teacher or Supervision Aide will speak with student(s) about the problem and investigate when necessary.  Student(s) will meet with principal if required.  Appropriate consequences will be applied.  Parents will be informed as necessary.

Step 3

If the problem is serious and/or persists, in-school suspensions of various lengths could occur.  Teachers will be informed and consulted.  Parents will be informed.  In certain circumstances it may be necessary to notify others such as police, MCFD (Ministry of Children and Family Development) or District Officials.  A letter will be sent home and placed in the student’s

school file.  Students will be admitted back into school following a meeting with parents.
